Generic questions about gender in advertisements:

· What symbols of masculinity or femininity does the advertisement employ to depict males and females?
· To what extent does the advertisement draw upon existing societal beliefs and values to create a desire for the product or service?

· What is the intended audience for the advertisement?  How might the advertisement appeal to its target audience? 
· To what extent do the advertisements use binary oppositions or stereotyping? How do they challenge stereotypes and/or reverse gender stereotypes?  What visual techniques and/or connotations does the composer use to achieve these effects?
· Does this advertisement remind you of other texts, films, or commercials?

· Has the advertisement depicted males and females as they really are in American society?
