Year of case: 1965
Appellant: Griswold
Apellee: Connecticut
Facts of case: Estelle Griswold, the executive director of the Planned Parenthood League of Connecticut, was convicted of providing couples information about contraception and also the distribution of contraceptives to women.
Decision of the Lower Court: Upheld the law and ruled in favor of Connecticut. 
Decision of the Supreme Court: The Supreme Court ruled that Connecticut’s law was unconstitutional and everyone has the right to privacy.  
The rule of Precedent: There is an implied right to privacy because of the 3rd, 4th, and 14th amendments.
