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1. Name of Case: NY Times V Sullivan 
2. Case: Decided on: Monday, March 9, 1964
3. Appellant: New York Times
4. Apellee: L. B. Sullivan
5. Facts: Sullivan believed that the New York Times libeled him by an ad they published. He claimed that the ad was not factual and harmed his political career. He took it to the state court (Alabama) and won $500,000. However, the New York Times brought the case to the Court. 
6. Decision of Lower Court: Sullivan initially filed in the Supreme State Court and won a $500,000 judgment.
7. Legal Aspects of Case: The Court agreed to hear the case; they didn’t believe that states could rule on constitutionality of amendments. Additionally, it pertained to conflicting rights of the 1st Amendment (Speech, Press, and Assembly) 
8. Decision of the Supreme Court: The Court decided that the First Amendment protects the publication of all statements, even false ones. The Court additionally ruled that no one could prove that the New York Times acted with malice (knowledge that they are wrong).
9. Rule of Precedent: Must prove malice, harm, and invalidity
