6. On the back of the box, use words and pictures to tell about the story’s plot. Be sure to include the conflict! For extra points, you might draw a story map of the plot, including introduction, rising action, climax, falling action, and conclusion.

7. On the top of the box, tell your story’s mood and the author’s style.

8. On the bottom of the box, tell your story’s setting. Be sure to include both place and time.

9. On one side of the box, list the story’s characters. You might want to draw pictures or use words to describe them.

10. On the other side of the box, tell the story’s theme (explain why you think this lesson can be learned from the story) and its point of view. For full credit, tell the point of view as specifically as possible: first person by whom? Third person limited to whom? Third person omniscient?

11. Be sure that your box is neat, colorful, thoughtful, and complete. A person looking at it should be able to understand what your story was like, even if he or she has never read it before.
